N. K. of this, but have come south
a considerable distance siuce Sunday
with the wheeling of the ice. The

1do not think that the
Newfoundland, Neptune and Terra
Nova have struck the main body of
seals yet. Tley went too far out-
side, I believe, and as the others had
to force out they

whitecoats will not take to the water
till the 27th of March this year, and
they bave a clear week before them
to load. Besides, the seals this year
will be found to be in proper order
ill the last of March. I speak now
of the northern patch of seals, for
there are nlwayl two patches, and the
northern one is generally where lhe
main. body of the seals is.
a pity that the ecleven steamers dc-
layed 30 long on the inside. How-
ever, I believe itis going to be a
good spring, and some will get a
load while all will have paying trips.”
